Resolving skin issues vs. Temporarily soothing skin issues

@Differences in Desired Outcomes

There's a difference in the desired outcomes between "resolving skin issues”
and "temporarily soothing skin issues." Resolving skin issues means
returning the skin to a healthy state, while temporarily soothing skin issues
means temporarily alleviating or masking the current skin problems or
symptoms. Most skincare products focus on the latter: temporarily alleviating
or masking current skin problems or symptoms. Umi-no-Mori skincare
products, on the other hand, focus on the former: returning the skin to a
healthy state.

*Returning the skin to a healthy state: This means fundamentally solving
the current skin problems and removing the causes of the issues, thus
resolving skin troubles. It involves restoring the skin to a healthy state, or a
"barrier-functioning skin." For example, using an emulsion product that does
not contain synthetic surfactants and includes linoleic acid to repair the skin
barrier and enhance the stratum corneum's water retention ability, preventing
dryness and resolving dry skin symptoms.

*Temporarily alleviating or masking current skin problems or
symptoms: This involves temporarily soothing or masking the symptoms
without completely solving the underlying issues, thereby temporarily
soothing skin troubles. For example, using a moisturizing cream to prevent
dryness and alleviate dry skin symptoms.

In other words, "resolving" means solving the problem, while "temporarily
soothing” means alleviating the problem. Both are methods to improve the
condition of the skin, but the desired outcomes differ.

Which approach is suitable depends on the severity of the individual skin
troubles and the desired outcomes.
