Resolution of Inflammatory Symptoms and Sensitive Skin

Individuals with sensitive skin have impaired natural suppression
of hypersensitivity reactions (immune function: the ability of the
skin's barrier function to suppress hypersensitivity reactions), and
the process that enhances this ability, known as "turnover,” does
not function properly. As a result, they suffer from symptoms such
as redness, eczema, and itching.

When someone mentions "redness, eczema, and itching," it can
be unclear whether they want to address inflammatory symptoms
or sensitive skin issues.

There are subtle nuances between "supporting the resolution of
inflammatory symptoms" and "supporting the resolution of
sensitive skin™:

Products Used:

¢ Anti-inflammatory agents or steroid-containing
products: These products only support the resolution of
inflammatory symptoms.

e Emulsion cosmetics without synthetic surfactants
containing linoleic acid: These products support both
the resolution of inflammatory symptoms and the
fundamental problem of sensitive skin.

Outcomes:

e Supporting the resolution of inflammatory symptoms:
This means supporting the removal of symptoms such as
redness, itching, and eczema. Products with anti-
inflammatory agents or steroids aim to alleviate specific
symptoms and heal inflammation, but they postpone
addressing the root problem of sensitive skin.

e Supporting the resolution of sensitive skin: This
involves using emulsion cosmetics without synthetic
surfactants containing linoleic acid to repair and
strengthen the skin barrier, enhance defense against
external stimuli, and support the proper functioning of
turnover (skin cell renewal). This aims to address both the
root problem of sensitive skin and the associated
inflammatory symptoms.
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
