The Difference Between Changing the Skin Itself and Not
e The difference between products that have an effect on
the skin itself and those that only provide temporary

effects -

The skin is inherently equipped with functions to maintain healthy
and beautiful skin. Because of these functions, even when there
are some issues, the skin can return to its original state and
maintain healthy and beautiful skin again. This function is
collectively referred to as the "barrier function" of the skin.

Cosmetics that help maintain healthy and beautiful skin or restore
beautiful skin by assisting the skin's inherent barrier function are
sometimes called functional basic cosmetics or skincare
technology products.

In this context of "helping the skin's inherent barrier function,”
emulsified cosmetics containing linoleic acid and not using
synthetic surfactants are also accurately classified as functional
basic cosmetics or skincare technology products.

Many functional skincare products available on the market aim to
provide various effects to help the skin's barrier function. However,
the actual effect of these products is merely to achieve a
temporary appearance of beauty. They do not fundamentally
change the skin itself.

On the other hand, emulsified cosmetics containing linoleic acid
and not using synthetic surfactants repair and strengthen the skin
barrier, improving the barrier function. Additionally, by enhancing
the moisture retention of the stratum corneum and suppressing
hypersensitive reactions, these products can maintain healthy and
beautiful skin and restore beautiful skin. These products achieve
the purpose of "helping the barrier function,” and their effects last
for a long time. They fundamentally change the skin itself.

But what is the point of distinction between them? The difference
is whether or not they "help the barrier function," but this
distinction is still difficult for the general consumer to understand.

In simple terms, general functional skincare products provide
various functions (effects) and achieve temporary beauty in
appearance. However, they do not have the effect of repairing or
strengthening the skin barrier, nor do they improve the barrier
function. On the other hand, emulsified cosmetics containing
linoleic acid provide linoleic acid, repair and strengthen the skin
barrier, and fundamentally improve the barrier function. As a result,
they maintain healthy and beautiful skin for a long time and
enhance the appearance of beauty.

While it is difficult for the general public to understand this
important difference, there is a subtle yet significant difference
between these two types of functional skincare products.
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
