Consumer Choice Issues

-Challenges of Modern Skincare Products and the Issues with
Approaches Relying on Temporary Effects-

Modern skincare products are often developed with a focus on
instantly enhancing the appearance of beauty. These products
contain effective ingredients and performance ingredients
designed to temporarily make the skin look beautiful.

However, this approach does not support long-term "skin quality
improvement" and only offers temporary effects that vanish once
washed away. As a result, fundamental skin quality improvement
cannot be achieved with such short-term solutions.

e Performance ingredients: Ingredients that temporarily
enhance appearance.

Examples:

o Silicones

o Mineral oils

o Light-reflecting particles
o Polymers

o Emollient ingredients, etc.

e Active ingredients: Ingredients that directly act on the
skin to bring temporary specific effects.
o Examples:
Hyaluronic acid,
Vitamin C
Retinol
Niacinamide
Peptides
Glycolic acid, etc.
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¢ Fundamental skin quality improvement ingredients:
Unique ingredients that act on the lamellar structure of
intercellular lipids, the key to the skin barrier, to improve
skin quality over the long term.
Example:
o Linoleic acid

In the current skincare market, more attention should be given to
products and skincare approaches or philosophies that aim for
"the essential health of the skin" rather than just appearance
effects.

Many modern skincare products function essentially as
extensions of makeup cosmetics. While they do indeed offer
short-term "appearance beauty," they diverge from "youthful,
healthy, and beautiful bare skin." This is not about right or wrong
but about consumer choice.
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
