of UV Protection Tools
-UV Cream, UV Foundation, Hats, Umbrellas-

1. UV Cream
Objective: To block UV rays chemically or physically and prevent
their direct penetration into the skin.
Advantages: Highly effective in cutting UV rays. Provides
significant protection for the skin during outdoor activities or
under strong sunlight.

Frequent touch-ups may be challenging.

3. Hats
Objective: To physically block UV rays from the head and face.
Advantages: Provides complete physical protection without
harming the skin barrier. Easy to use, simple, and can be
incorporated into fashion.
Disadvantages: Depending on the angle of sunlight or activity
type, may not fully shield UV rays. Does not cover wider areas
like the neck or shoulders.

4. Umbrellas (Especially UV-Blocking Umbrellas)
Objective: To offer high UV protection by blocking sunlight over a
wide area.
Advantages: Effectively shields not just the head and face but
also the entire body. High UV protection makes it practical for
long outdoor durations.
Disadvantages: Can be inconvenient to carry. May not be
suitable for activities like exercise or outdoor adventures.
Challenging to use on windy days.
