Skin Balance Linoleic Emulsion (Non-Synthetic Surfactant)

This product, Kai-Shin-Sui, is an emulsion containing linoleic acid and is
completely free of synthetic surfactants. When applied to the skin, it supplies
linoleic acid directly.

Generally, linoleic acid molecules are large, making it difficult for them to
penetrate the skin effectively. However, this product is designed to emulsify
linoleic acid without synthetic surfactants, ensuring fast absorption into the
lamellar structure of intercellular lipids without disrupting the skin’s natural
barrier.

Once absorbed, linoleic acid binds with ceramides—the primary component
of intercellular lipids—to form acylceramides. These acylceramides reinforce
the lipid barrier in the stratum corneum, helping to regulate moisture
retention and protect against external irritants.

By replenishing linoleic acid through topical application, the intercellular lipids
in the stratum corneum can function properly as a barrier, allowing the skin’s
natural turnover process to work efficiently. As new ceramides are generated
and combined with dietary and topically supplied linoleic acid, acylceramides
continuously form, strengthening the stratum corneum’s barrier function.

This process leads to healthier skin with enhanced moisture retention and
resilience, naturally highlighting the skin’s beauty.

Unlike conventional cosmetic products designed primarily to improve surface
texture and provide temporary hydration, this product focuses solely on
delivering linoleic acid, enabling the skin to maintain its own health and
beauty autonomously.

Although classified as a cosmetic, Kai-Shin-Sui goes beyond traditional
skincare and does not fit the definition of a medicinal cosmetic or quasi-drug.
It simply replenishes linoleic acid, leading to a fundamental transformation in
skin quality. This makes it a rare and unique product—perhaps the only one
capable of true root-level improvement.

This perspective is vital in understanding skincare at its core: Simply
supplying linoleic acid does not directly change skin quality, but rather
activates the skin’s natural ability to maintain health and beauty by
normalizing the turnover cycle.

Most skincare products aim to refine the skin’s appearance or enhance
comfort, but this product’s purpose is to replenish linoleic acid. As linoleic
acid restores the lamellar structure in intercellular lipids, the skin’s barrier
function strengthens. Consequently, the skin retains moisture more
effectively and resists external stress, ensuring a balanced turnover cycle.

Rather than simply enhancing skin’s appearance or comfort, Kaishinsui
fosters fundamental skin health—Ileading to long-term improvements in skin
quality.

This uniqgue mechanism ensures lasting beauty and contributes to
sustainable dermatological health.
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
