The Disconnect Between Skincare Science
and Market Reality

The essence of dermatology is "prevention and maintenance," yet
the mainstream products on the market are "trouble-focused." This
suggests a significant disconnect between the philosophy of skincare
science and the reality of the market.

Fundamentally, dermatology aims to protect the skin before it
becomes unhealthy and to maintain a healthy state. However,
many skincare products on the market are designed with the premise
of "addressing skin problems after they occur." As a result, the
"essence of dermatology"—maintaining skin homeostasis and
preventing problems before they start—is often overlooked.
"Addressing skin problems after they occur" is only one part of
dermatology. The true purpose of skincare science is to maintain
homeostasis (keeping the skin healthy) and to prevent problems
(protecting the skin before it becomes unhealthy). Product design
that is primarily focused on a reactive approach may deviate from the
core philosophy of dermatology.

The biggest problem with reactive product design is that it ignores
the skin's homeostasis, focusing instead on temporarily suppressing
symptoms. This approach often misses the opportunity for
fundamental skin health maintenance and true prevention.

o Purpose: To address specific "symptoms" like acne,
dryness, redness, and sensitivity.
o Approach: To provide quick fixes to "cure,
or "cover up" problems.
o Goal: To sell products by responding to consumers'
anxieties and concerns.

The Core Issue: A Culture of Reactive Skincare

While science aims for prevention and maintenance to stop
problems before they start, skincare products are biased towards
addressing and repairing existing issues. This disconnect has
normalized a culture of "reactive skincare," where people only begin
to care for their skin after it has deteriorated.

Consequently, consumers have come to view skincare products as
"solutions to problems," and the value of proactive, preventive care—
the true essence of dermatology—is often lost.
