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The "Barrier Repair Care" Spoken of in the Current
Market is Not "True Barrier Repair"

The original definition of True Barrier Repair in dermatology is: to replenish
the components that make up the barrier structure, effectively rebuilding the
barrier structure itself, and restoring the unstable "permeability control
function"—the barrier function itself—to its normal state.

However, the "Barrier Repair Care talked about in the current market"
and "simple moisturizing” only differ in the "location of the seal" and the
"depth of the approach." Essentially, both can be considered temporary
symptomatic treatments.

Why is Market "Barrier Repair Care = Moisturizing™ a Misconception?
When searching for "Barrier Repair Care," it is often discussed as "barrier
function improvement care = moisturizing," but this is a misconception.
Barrier function improvement care (such as ceramide supplementation)
works by placing a seal inside the stratum corneum to prevent water
evaporation, which is a "moisturizing” effect. Consumers mistakenly take
this moisturizing effect to be the improvement of the barrier function itself.
However, this is merely "moisturizing the interior of the stratum
corneum" by trapping water with oil; it is not the original barrier repair care
intended to fundamentally improve barrier function.

The Difference Between "Barrier Function Improvement Care (Ceramide
Supplementation)” and "Symptomatic Treatment (Simple
Moisturizing)"—Both are Essentially Symptomatic Treatments
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The true essence of barrier function improvement care (ceramide
supplementation) can be rephrased as: it aims not to improve a deteriorated
barrier function, but to use oil (like ceramides) to place a seal from the
inside of the unstable barrier structure to retain water.
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
