3 Crucial "Aha!" Moments for the Customer
1. The Root Cause of Dryness and the "Limits" of Your Current Care

e Dryness is more than a visible issue: Dryness signifies a
damaged skin barrier function. This is the root cause of future
spots, wrinkles, and sensitivity—it's not an issue you can
postpone.

e The limits of current hydration: Cosmetics like toners and lotions
can help with temporary moisture supply, but they are insufficient for
building a "robust barrier" that prevents water loss and protects
against irritation.

e The missing core component: If essential lipids, such as
"Ceramides" needed for barrier structure, and especially "Linoleic
Acid" which is vital for barrier function, are lacking, no amount of
toner or even Ceramide will solve your dryness. If Linoleic Acid is
insufficient, fundamental resolution of dryness cannot be
achieved.

2. The Risk of "Penny Wise, Pound Foolish" and Wasted Time

e Avoid wasted spending: Instead of trying low-priced products that
don't work repeatedly, investing slightly more budget in effective
items containing necessary components (e.g., Linoleic Acid)
will allow you to avoid detours, potentially resulting in lower overall
costs.

e The greatest loss is "time": Continuing to use ineffective products
means losing "time" and the "optimal opportunity" to improve
your skin. As dryness progresses, you risk heeding more
expensive aesthetic medicine or specialized care in the future.

e Shift your perspective: It's important to change your focus from
"Is this the cheapest?" to "What is the minimum investment
required, and which ingredient should that money be spent
on?"—this is the view of "True ROL"

3. Where is the "Core" of Skincare? The Knowledge of Correct Cost
Allocation

The core of skincare consists of three pillars: (1) Proper, non-irritating
Cleansing, (2) Thorough Barrier Function Reinforcement/Recovery, and
(® UV Protection (Sunscreen/Physical Block). You should allocate the
most budget to 2) and (3.

o  Where to spend the money: Instead of expensive toners, you
should invest in "serums or creams that supply the special
lipids (e.g., Linoleic Acid) required for barrier function” and a
"high-quality, daily-use sunscreen."

e The "True Cospa Strategy": The most cost-effective solution is the
"Pinpoint Investment" strategy: continue using your current
moisturizing products while adding just one item that contains the
essential missing "barrier core component."

e The specific "Plus One" strategy: For example, adding a mildly
acidic emulsion highly concentrated with the barrier-essential
"Linoleic Acid and Vitamin E" to your nighttime routine is the
shortest route to resolving dryness.
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
