3. Conclusion and Market Proposition
All products used for the purpose of improving the skin could be broadly
defined as a type of "Treatment.” However, the critical distinction lies in
whether that "treatment" is a "temporary substitute" or "fundamental
functional recovery support.” This difference is truly significant.

1. The Universal Goal of Skincare
The objective of the daily skincare routine converges on a single point:
"To enhance the skin's inherent ability to maintain a healthy and

beautiful state ( = Foundation Building)."”

2. The Current Market Problem
Many consumers are unaware of what constitutes this "Foundation
Building" and are overusing the immediate-results-focused Treatment
products available in the market.
The Issue: By relying on temporary treatment products instead of genuinely
building the skin's foundation through proper skincare, consumers fall into a
vicious cycle of product dependence, failing to achieve the ultimate goal of
"healthy and beautiful bare skin."”

3. The Necessary Shift in Awareness
This reality suggests that it is time for consumers to move away from
"temporary satisfaction"” and focus on "fundamental self-vitality
enhancement" by re-evaluating the basics of their skincare routine.
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
