@Classification of Treatment in Skincare
Products and practices labeled as "Treatment" can be broadly
categorized into the following two types:

1. Intensive Care (Concentrated Improvement & Repair)
This aligns with the most common consumer image of
"Treatment."

2. First Aid & Repair (Emergency Response & Protection)
This type of treatment carries a stronger connotation of "dressing"
or "temporary substitution." Its goal is to temporarily supplement a
compromised barrier function using product ingredients to protect
the skin during an emergency.
