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The Interface Theory of Life:

It acts as a Selective Guardian, standing watch
even after its cellular death to defend life’s exit points. The precision
of this "selection" determines the ultimate brilliance of the skin.

The Connection to "True Care"
Understanding this structure clarifies the true mission of BioEssentials:
e The Approach to "JL": Calibrating the living layers so they can
generate energy without "noise."
e The Approach to "Q": Tuning the Stratum Corneum (the Gate) to a
supple resistance—neither too thick (congestion) nor too thin
