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"The Value of $1 vs. $100 is an lllusion"

Put simply: "Your body cannot read a price tag."

The brain judges based on numbers and narratives—thinking, "It's
expensive, so it must work," or "It's cheap, so it's a bargain." But your
"body"—your skin, gut, and lungs—sees only the physical fact: "Is
this a poison, or is this a nutrient?"

Specifically, it looks like this:

e The Brain’s Judgment: "This lotion costs $100; it's a luxury
product, so it must be good for my skin."

e The Skin’s Response: "Whether this costs $100 or $1, this
synthetic surfactant is a toxin that destroys my barrier. | will
inflame and reject it."

To the body, the price difference between $1 and $100 is nothing
more than "informational noise" (a fiction) created by humans. The
body, as a piece of precision hardware, constantly performs a cold,
clinical sort based only on "Existential Criteria": /s this a plus or a
minus for my survival?

In the end, no matter how much you convince the brain, you cannot
deceive the body’s hardware. The biological "discrimination” of reality
remains absolute.
