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Why Do Consumers Fail to Recognize the Skin
as the "Gateway to Life"?

Why do they prioritize "Cheapness" over "Survival"?

The answer lies in the brain—the "professional interpreter"—which
constructs elaborate logic to mask the "Existential Warnings" of life.
From the perspective of Human Multiphase Theory, there are three
