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The Wisdom of Core Care: The Art of Self-Preservation

Conventional beauty operates on the logic of "adding" moisture or oil from the
outside, or "filling" with heavy creams when dryness or a loss of firmness
occurs. However, genuine self-preservation care lies in thoroughly "clearing
away" whatever burdens the skin.
Heavy creams oxidize on the surface, turning into a source of noise that
hinders the skin’s capacity for self-organization.
The first step of core care is to shift this paradigm: clear away that heavy
burden, and flip the switch that allows the skin to re-initiate its own
self-organization.
2. Restoring the 0.02 mm Infrastructure: "Rectification"
At the outermost layer of the skin lies the lamellar structure (stratum corneum),
measuring a mere 0.02 mm. When this structure becomes emulsified, the
brain sounds an alarm in response to external noise, causing the cells to
instantly shut down their channels (gates).
Instead of forcing a barrier with heavy oils, an approach of wise intervention is
required to induce phase separation and phase transition within this 0.02
mm lamellar structure, beautifully restoring it—a process known as
Rectification.

Instead of suffocating the skin with sticky oils, deliver a "single drop" of a
highly biocompatible component (such as a skin-friendly nano-emulsion
containing linoleic acid and marine mother liquor components) that precisely
mirrors the skin's natural architecture.
With this alone, the skin's interface is liberated, achieving a texture that is
remarkably light and non-greasy, yet vibrant with an upward surge of internal
moisture.
